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Bill & May Urquhart and 

the gold locket that was 

the start of their ro-

mantic journey to

Bill Urquhart still remembers the day on 

13th April 1962 when he gave his sweet-

heart,  May,  a gold locket on her 21st birth-

day. 

May came from a family of seven children 

born in New Pitsligo, a small village in Aber-

deen Shire, Scotland.  

Bill was born in the parish of Udny just 36 

miles from Aberdeen Shire.  Common for 

that era they were both at home births. 

So, it’s not difficult to conclude that the hap-

pily married couple were always destined to 

meet. 

They still have vivid memories of  the 

Clydesdale horses doing the farm work in 

their respective villages where the day-time 

temperatures were minus 9 degrees.  

The young couple married on 27th June 

1964 just 26 months after they first met  and 

with uncanny co-incidence took the migrant 

ship, Fairstar, nicknamed “Fairstar the fun 

ship”, to Perth arriving at Fremantle exactly 

five years later on 27th June 1969. At this time the 

migrant trade to Australia was booming with Brit-

ish and European migrants given assisted passage, 

having to pay only ten pounds with the balance 

paid by the Federal Government, to settle in Aus-

tralia. 

Bill’s foray into bowls was unusual in that he only 

joined  the Morley Bowling Club after youngest 

son Bruce got a job in the club as apprentice 

greenkeeper in 1993. Bill has been playing bowls 

at division one white level for many years though 

he has also played in Scotland for nine years when  

 

 

 

 

 

he and May returned for a short stay.

Bill supported the young family 

working in the construction industry most of his 

working life.

He is careful that any comments he makes dur-

ing the course of a game are not personal or 

derogatory in any way and in particular he is 

mindful that the use of vernacular (the lan-

guage of a particular group) may not be appro-

priate in some situations.  He respects an indi-

vidual’s own customs and code of behaviour. 

Even with his reticence to talk about his per-

sonal successes there’s little doubt  Sherro 

thoroughly enjoys bowls and stridently contin-

ues to aim for better performances at every 

game.

Trevor Smith has been a member of the Recre-

ation Club for 31 years after first joining in 

1980. 

He vividly recalls the early 1980’s when there 

were no paid staff and the club survived only 

because of the support of  volunteers. 

Trevor, together with other helpers, formed a 

roster to ensure the bar was open for patrons. 

On Sundays the bar was open in two sessions 

from 11-1 pm and 5-7 pm. 

He worked at the club every 4th Sunday as well 

as his rostered day off when he was Assistant 

Bank Manager for the Commonwealth Bank. 

To ensure the bar work was undertaken under 

best practice conditions of  the period,  in his 

own time Trevor enrolled in a bar training 

course with the Swan Brewery. These days of 

course bar managers and staff undertake man-

datory training at specialized training centres. 

The training taught him how to run a bar, how 

to “keg” up, cleaning and purging beer lines as 

well as other staffing and customer relationship 

issues. 

The first paid bar manager was Peter Rigoll 

who was engaged in the mid-1980’s. 

Throughout the 1980’s revenue raising was 

paramount to keep the club operating so there 

were a lot more social functions and family ori-

ented events regularly held. 

He recalls the popular monthly Friday night 

roast dinner nights called “Bruce and the 

Boys” (named after club President Bruce Wal-

ter). 

Another popular fund raiser was the annual 

pantomime shows which ran for five or six 

years until the 1990’s. Trevor was amongst a 

core group of talented members who rehearsed 

once a week for three months prior to a show.  

Trevor’s interest in the club includes both darts 

and bowls.

Between 1983 and 1993, after being elected 

an inaugural committee member of the Mens 

Dart Club, he served 10 years on the Morley 

Dart Club committee and 4 years as Presi-

dent of the Dart Club. 

He was Darts Club Team Captain for many 

years taking the team through to winning a 

number of Grand Finals. 

In 1995 he became the first Morley Darts 

Club player to play 200 games in one compe-

tition—The Inter Bowling Club Dart Compe-

tition. 

In February 2001 he was awarded a Life 

Membership of the Morley Dart Club, a well 

deserved recognition given his many years 

sponsoring inter alia, the Summer Dart Com-

petition and of course his relentless work in 

the club. 

He joined the Morley Bowling Club in 1987 

and had no hesitation in supporting the club 

by helping in the gardens, mowing the banks 

and assisting the greenkeepers. 

Trevor continues running his own business 

and work in the club he clearly loves  cur-

rently serving  as Morley Bowling Club Mens 

Club Captain,  Chairman of the Mens Match 

committee and representative to the Bowling 

Club Committee. 

Trevor attributes so much of his involvement 

in the club to his very patient and supportive 

wife of 42 years,  Barbara.
